However, at the host school the teachers (as per requirement) shall be deputed from the
staff of host school only. No other teacher from other school shall be deputed for the
tournament duty.

6. Only PETs and DPEs shall be deputed for tournaments. No other teaching staff
(JBT/Subject teachers-TGTs/ Lecturers ete) shall be deputed for tournaments. Where
DPE/PET is not available at Block Level the same shall be deputed from the adjoining
block by the Deputy. Director concerned.
